CEU's Vienna campus is located in
Favoriten, the Austrian capital's multi-
cultural 10th district and one of the
city’'s most diverse locales. It is easily
accessible from across the city and
beyond, with tram stops and railway
and underground stations nearby.

Creating a collaborative working and
learning environment is at the core of
CEU's vision. Following a multimillion-
euro campus refurbishment project,
each classroom is equipped with smart-
boards as well as microphones and
cameras that enable video conferenc-
ing with just a few taps.
